Exploring the Agricultural Bounty 
of Washington County, Oregon

Throughout Washington County, many farms sell their fresh fruits and vegetables at roadside stands and offer great u-pick opportunities.  Depending on the month, visitors can pick their own peaches, rhubarb, strawberries, raspberries, blueberries, marionberries, blackberries, bell peppers, figs, eggplants, tomatoes, corn, beans, broccoli, cauliflower, onions, garlic, squash, Halloween pumpkins, walnuts and hazelnuts. Some farms feature hayrides, kids’ corn mazes, cider tastings and other seasonal activities. 

Many communities also feature wonderful Farmers’ Markets with fresh local produce during late spring to early fall. For more information, visit www.VisitWashingtonCountyOregon.com. 

During June, July and August, lavender farms in Washington County also may be open to visitors. They sell many varieties of lavender plants, cut fresh lavender, dried bouquets, essential lavender oil (distilled at the farm) and other lavender products. The farms also participate in the annual, mid-July Oregon Lavender Fest, when more than 20 lavender destinations in Washington and Yamhill counties open to the public for a weekend of lavender celebration.
